Request for Proposals 

Large Item Pickup


Dare County is seeking a qualified Contractor, that is licensed to work in North Carolina, to perform a household bulk item/large item pick up. This work needs to be performed by self-loading grapple trucks capable of hauling 120-150 cy of material, along with a crew in a pickup truck type vehicle that is capable of sorting and removing specialty waste items. Specialty items that need to be collected include but are not limited to: used motor oil in spill proof containers, tires, car batteries, TV’s, etc. Bids will be due on Thursday, February 19th, at 3pm. Any bid received after the deadline will not be considered. It is the sole responsibility of bidders to ensure the receipt of all bid packages. Bid prices shall be valid for up to 60 days after bid opening date. Please send all questions to dustin.peele@darenc.gov. 

Past successful large item pickup operations included the following equipment to complete the project in the allotted timeframe: 

· 5 double self-loaders
· 5 pickup trucks
· 2 skid steers
· 1 wheel loader
· 2 quad axle dump trucks
A list of equipment available for large item pickup operations must be included with the attached bid sheet. Failure to provide a proposed equipment list or the use of any other bid sheet other than what is provided in this document may result in a bid being considered non-responsive. 


The type of debris to be collected and hauled includes: household items such as furniture, appliances, mattresses and box springs, automobile tires, used motor oil in spill proof containers, auto radiators, assorted other metal, water based paint if dried out. All items collected will need to be disposed of in accordance with North Carolina Law where applicable.

Type of debris that will NOT be collected: water-based paint that is not dried out, any debris from commercial establishments, small boxes of household items (if its small enough to fit in trash cans, it needs to be disposed of in that manner), cardboard boxes, construction and demolition debris that includes but not limited to lumber, toilets, cabinets, windows, doors, fencing, etc. Absolutely NO vegetative debris such as tree limbs, stumps, leaves, branches, etc.

The bulk item pick up includes all areas of Unincorporated Dare County. This includes: Martin’s Point, Colington Harbor, outside the Town limits of Kill Devil Hills, outside the Town limits of Manteo, Wanchese/Skyco, East Lake, Stumpy Point, Manns Harbor, Mashoes, and all areas of Hatteras Island which include Rodanthe, Waves, Salvo, Avon, Buxton, Frisco and Hatteras Village. 

The contract shall be for a base period of three (3) years with an option to renew for up to two (2) additional one (1) year periods, upon consent of all parties.  This contract shall only be used on an “as needed” basis as determined solely by Dare County. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]This contract will be awarded on a not to exceed guaranteed maximum price that shall be inclusive of total hourly cost as well as mobilization and demobilization costs. This project shall not exceed 150 hours (15 days) from the start date. If all work is completed in less than 150 hours, the County shall be billed using the hourly rate provided multiplied by the number of hours worked. Work shall not begin prior to 7 am EST and shall end no later than 5 pm EST. Contractor work will be monitored by Dare County Public Works staff throughout the duration of the project. Work will begin on Monday March 23rd and conclude no later than April 3rd. This project will consist of “one pass” only. The Not to Exceed Maximum price shall be inclusive of all expenses associated with bulk pick up from the stated areas except tipping fees. Tipping fees will be paid by Dare County. The drop off areas include the Buxton Transfer station located at 47027 Buxton Back Rd, Buxton, NC 27920 and the County Landfill located at 1603 Cub Road, Manns Harbor, NC 27953. Failure to provide a proposed equipment list or the use of any other bid sheet other than what is provided in this document may result in a bid being considered non-responsive.

The Contractor, at its own expense, shall carry the following minimum insurance coverages with a reliable insurance company acceptable to the County and authorized to do business in North Carolina:
· Comprehensive General Liability Insurance, with a combined single limit of $1,000,000.
·  Automobile Liability Insurance covering owned, hired and non-owned vehicles with a combined single limit of $1,000,000. 
· Workers Compensation and Occupation Disease Insurance in accordance with the North Carolina Statutory requirements.
Dare County reserves the right to reject all bids and any individual bid as provided by North Carolina General Statutes. Any bid received at the deadline will not be considered. It is the sole responsibility of bidders to ensure the receipt of all bid packages.
